Dessert Vendors are required to provide their own set up, including tents, tables, chairs, extension cords, etc.

INFORMATION

1. Festival hours are 10 AM to 6 PM on Saturday, March 6, 2010, and 11 AM till 4 PM on Sunday March 7, 2010.

2. Non-refundable deposits of $50.00 must accompany your application.  The Festival is rain or shine.  The deposit will be returned only if your application is not accepted.

3. Spaces will be offered on a first come first served basis, based on committee decisions regarding the atmosphere and image of the Festival.

4. The Vendor is responsible for cleaning their own area, disposing of trash in the appropriate areas and returning the rented area to its original condition.

5. Your space allotment is up to 10’ X 20’ per $150.00 fee.  Please stay within your allotted space.

6. The Festival will use a token system for payment of all food and beverage sales.  All food and beverage will be purchased with tokens and the tokens will be redeemed by the vendor for cash.  Tokens are valued at $1.00 each.

7. 10% commission of food sales will be donated to the Spring Preservation League.  This commission will be subtracted from the total sales on Sunday evening when all your tokens are counted. Sales are defined: Gross Sales – Sales Tax =Food Sales.  It is the food vendor’s responsibility to pay Festival Sales Tax to the State of Texas.
8. Furthermore, it is agreed that the applicant will not accept cash for food sales.  The Festival will provide several token selling booths throughout the site.  If a food vendor accepts cash, they will be asked to leave the Festival immediately.
